HTML – Application 2 Instructions

Web Site Design and Color Theory

Create an informational web site about web site design theory and web site color theory.  This web site must have at least three pages, but no more than five pages.  

Create a folder on your flash drive called Design-LastName.  This folder should be at the top level and should not be a subfolder within another folder.   Name the three pages in your folder as follows.  Store all of your files and images in this folder.  If you have more than 3 pages, you may choose the names for the other pages.  

· index.htm – your home page, include general information and introduce what will be on your other pages

· color-lastname.htm – one page must be about web color theory

· design-lastname.htm – one page must be about web design theory

Create a menu bar that will be copied onto each page so that all pages link to each other.  For example, use the Project 2 sample with the table menu bar.

Your resources are limited to the following websites:  Go to www.backflip.com, search jck public folders, choose West York Students and then Web Color-Design Theory.  Research the topic and prepare your web pages.  You need to have a minimum of three resources.  Please key a resource list in MLA style in MS Word.  Your resource page is not one of your web pages.  Use http://citationmachine.net to help you with MLA style.
In this project you must include HTML tags that you have learned in Projects 1-2-3 in the textbook.  The following tags must be used in order to receive full credit.  

Print the following items, staple in the following order, and turn in for grading.

1) Home page as it displays in a browser 

2) Home page as the HTML file (Notepad)
3) Design page as it displays in a browser

4) Design page as the HTML file (Notepad) 

5) Color page as it displays in a browser

6) Color page as the HTML file (Notepad)

7) Any additional browser/Notepad pages 
8) Resource list that was keyed in MS Word in MLA style
