MARQUEES 

To make the text move constantly across the page, you would use the “Marquee” feature.  This is used to grab the attention of the reader to a certain message.  The designer should be careful not to overuse this feature, as it can make a page look too busy.  

Code a marquee:

Text will scroll across the page in an endless loop from the right side of the screen to the left.  
<MARQUEE>Type your text here.</MARQUEE>

Align a marquee:
Determine where to place the marquee.  The default is left.  Use the following values:  center, left, right.

<DIV ALIGN= CENTER> <MARQUEE>Type your text here.</MARQUEE></ALIGN>

Change the font size,color, and face; Add a background color; Change direction:

The default direction of marquee is left (moves the text from the right side of the screen to the left).  Here the text will scroll from the left and move to the right.  You can also use the attributes Up and Down.  Font size and color tags should be outside of the marquee tag so that the marquee tag is nested inside the font tag.

Loop:

By default, the marquee loop is infinite.  You may limit the number of times it scrolls and then have it disappear.  The example below directs the marquee to scroll three times. One of the problems with loop is that the content disappears after the last loop.  To set the marquee so that the content is visible when the looping is done, use Behavior.

Size and alignment:

You may control the size of your marquee with the width and height attributes.  The default width is 100%. You may use either pixels or percents to specify width and height.  Other attributes you may use are Hspace and Vspace.  Just like in image tags, they will define how close other text will be to the top, bottom, and sides of your marquee.

Behavior:

Scroll, slide or alternate.  You can control the behavior of the scrolling.  Scroll is the default which indicates your content should scroll off the edge of the marquee area and then reappear on the other side and loop continuously.  Slide will bring the text in from either the left or right side of the screen and slide it to the opposite margin. Alternate will keep the text moving back and forth between the left and right margins (as if it were bouncing off both sides), all of it remaining visible all the time (assuming of course that it all fits).

Speed:

A marquee moves the content by displaying the content, then delaying for some short period of time, then displaying the content again in a new position.  

Scroll delay sets the time for the short period of delay. It controls the movement of the text by delaying each separate movement for a specified period of time.   The default is for a scroll delay of 85 (milliseconds - 1/1000th of a second).  A value of 500 would be half a second and 1000 would be one full second.   

Scroll amount determines the new position of the content when it displays again.  If the motion of the scrolling text seems too jerky, you can use scrollamount to smooth it out.  Add a numerical value to represent the number of pixels you want the text to move each time.

The default for scroll amount is 6.   Scrollamount sets the size in pixels of each jump across the screen if you are scrolling horizontally.  

You can control the speed of the marquee and text with these two attributes.  This is a feature that should be carefully tested for comfortable viewing by the reader.

Scroll Several Lines at Once:
If you want to have several lines scrolling across your page, instead of one long line, then you will need to put each line in its own marquee tag or use the <br> tag. Be aware that the lines will scroll across the page at slightly different speeds unless they are the exact same length.

And here is the next.<br>
This third line is the last one! The line breaks MIGHT NOT work.</marquee>
