	Technical Elements
	Navigation is clear, easy, and consistent throughout.  All internal and external links work. Links to other websites represent a valuable collection of resources related to the topic. 	Appearance, Layout/Design
	The overall appearance of the pages is pleasing.  Titles, text, colors, and graphics are exemplary.  The project is attractive and stimulates viewer interest.  Elements of CARP are applied.
